OIHF FUNDRAISING OPPORTUNITY
Ottawa International Hockey Festival – a.k.a. Bell Capital Cup
The organizers of the Jim Durrell venue of this season’s 13th Annual (2012) Ottawa International Hockey Festival (OIHF)
 – also known as the Bell Capital Cup – are looking for “volunteers”, including high school students who wish to carry out part of their 40-hour community service, to assist in the tournament organization. Volunteers will be compensated through an affiliation donation, typically via a hockey team or other organization. 
· The Jim Durrell venue of the OIHF Tournament will be held from 28 to 30 December 2011 (i.e., Wednesday through to Friday).

· All tournament final or championship games will be played at Scotiabank Place, the home of the Ottawa Senators, primarily on Saturday and Sunday, 31 December 2011 and 01 January 2012.

These “volunteers” and high school students are required to carry out the following duties:

· collecting door admission fees, including the sale of programs (a task that is well-suited to parents of players who can be a little ‘persuasive’ in getting people to pay up – especially given that the door admission fees are the major fundraiser for the tournament and are a key element in the amount of the “affiliation donation” to be provided to the “volunteers”), 

·  “ambassadors”, who are responsible for locking and unlocking the dressing room door for their assigned teams (a task that is well-suited to Bantam players)

· manning the merchandise table (a task well-suited to parents or players at both the Bantam and Midget levels accompanied by at least one parent per shift);

· scorekeeping and timekeeping,  
· These two duties (scorekeeping and timekeeping) will also include selecting the offensive and defensive/goalie MVP awards on each team following each game. Since 2 “volunteers” for each game are required for these two duties, you may wish to consider ‘teaming’ up with a team-mate or friend. These two duties are also best suited for Bantam and Midget players and/or for parents who are knowledgeable about hockey.  

All the proceeds from door admission fees, programs, merchandise table, etc. are all given to the tournament organizers for distribution to the teams (net of tournament expenses) to which the “volunteers” are associated. 

There is a check-in/check-out system for all the “volunteers” so that the number of hours they work can be tracked. At the end of the tournament, the total number of hours worked in the Jim Durrell venue by all the “volunteers” will be determined and divided into the total net proceeds received by the tournament organizers for the Jim Durrell venue to arrive at the hourly rate to be allocated to each of these “volunteer”. The hourly rate is then applied to the total number of hours worked by all these “volunteers” associated with a given team or organization and a cheque will be issued either directly to the team or to its Association to be credited to the team. The team can then use these proceeds to pay for team-related expenses such as tournaments, year-end party, etc. A cheque will not be issued directly to any individual for their volunteer work. Last year, the volunteer dividend rate was over $9.50 per hour, which makes it a potentially significant fundraising activity for a team.
